A bronzed statue of George C. Pepperdine was dedicated on the
Malibu campus on Wednesday, Jan. 13, 2010. While this may not
immediately bring USC or PDK to mind, the significance of this event is
where the statue sits that creates pride and inspiration for the USC chapter
of PDK. The statue sits on a bench, lovingly named "Barney's Bench," in
honor of alumnus and football star Henry “Barney” Barnhart (B '50, GPC).
Barnhart was involved with the USC Chapter of PDK, beginning after his
graduation with an MA degree from USC in the 1950s. “He was president
for one year, and he never missed a meeting until he was in his 70s,” shares
past USC PDK president Alexis Sheehy.
